Prayer Vigil 2013
March 22, 6:00 pm – March 23, 6:00 pm
Step #1: 
Preparation prior to your scheduled hour  
Gather any materials you may need:  See list below.

Set an alarm on your cell phone or computer so that you will be reminded in enough time to be ready at your designated hour.


Decide on the location for your prayer time.  Ideally, choose a place that is quiet, but will allow you to speak aloud or play music without bothering anyone else.  If this is not available, pick the best location available and adjust your activities accordingly.


Plan to arrive in your chosen location at least 5-10 minutes early so that you can get organized and be ready to start on time.

Step #2:
Your Hour of Prayer 
Gauge your time in order to cover three major areas:

1.
Waiting on the Lord -- Realizing His presence, appropriating His cleansing, worshiping Him.

2.
Prayer for Others -- Making specific intercession for the needs of other people and our church.  Be sure to spend a good amount of time praying about our church’s outreach during the season including Palm Sunday, Easter and through Pentecost.  Ask the Lord to help us reach the lost!  Pray specifically for the salvation of any relatives or friends of yours who are unsaved.
3.
Prayer for Yourself -- Petitioning God openly and honestly about your own needs.

Vary your activities during each of these areas.  You can pray a while (both aloud and silently), read the Scriptures, or whatever else is relevant to this special time alone with God.  Be sure to write down the requests you take to God, so you can follow up on them in future prayer times.  Most Important:  Let the Holy Spirit guide you!
Step #3: Response (:05)

Consider writing down how the Lord helped you grow from this experience.
